I. Chair/Councilmember Terrazas called the meeting to order at 5:05 pm in the City Council Chambers of City Hall.

II. Public Comment on Items Not on the Agenda

Kathy Agnone provided a brief update on recent actions from the Commission for the Prevention of the Violence Against Women

A few members of the public spoke about various public safety issues.  
III. Approval of the Minutes of the March 26, 2012 Meeting
Councilmember Robinson moved, seconded by Mayor Lane, to approve the minutes of the March 26, 2012 meeting as submitted.  The motion carried 3 – 0.  
IV. Review and Recommendations for Safety Enhancement Zone Designations and Stay Away Orders for City Parks and Libraries – Presentations from Police and Parks and Recreation Department Staff. 
Assistant to the City Manager Scott Collins provided a brief introduction to the growing public safety concerns present at City Parks and Libraries.  He also gave an overview of the proposal Safety Enhancement Zones designation at City Parks and Libraries and stay away order (formerly known as disorderly conduct ordinance) for those facilities to address the safety issues.  Deputy Police Chief Steve Clark presented call for Police service data for City Parks and Libraries for the previous year and explained what municipal codes should be added to the Safety Enhancement Zone Ordinance to help address safety concerns and answered questions from the Committee. Parks Superintendent Mauro Garcia provided an overview of the proposed disorderly conduct ordinance for Parks and Libraries, and answered Committee questions.  Additionally, Police Chief Kevin Vogel advised the Committee to include all City Parks in the Safety Enhancement Zone designation.  Library Director Teresa Landers provided an overview of Library conditions and answered questions from the Committee.  
Mayor Lane moved, seconded by Councilmember Robinson, for Staff to bring back the following items to City Council for consideration – 1) Revisions to the Safety Enhancement Zone Ordinance (SCMC Chapter 9.02), adding, at minimum, the following Santa Cruz Municipal Code chapters and violations to the Ordinance: smoking, alcohol, public intoxication, chapter on conduct on public property, chapter on conduct on beaches, chapter on access and use in public property, and camping; and 2) Resolution designating City Parks and Libraries as Safety Enhancement Zones, and 3) Outreach plan for the proposed Safety Enhancement Zone designation, and 4) Plan for reviewing effectiveness of the proposed Safety Enhancement Zone designation.  Motion passed 3 – 0.  
Mayor Lane moved, seconded by Councilmember Robinson for Staff to bring back the Park Disorderly Conduct Order Ordinance to City Council with modifications, in a form suitable to the City Attorney.  Motion passed 3 – 0. 

V. Review and Recommendations for Revision of the Graffiti Ordinance – Graffiti Removal by the City (SCMC 6.75.060)
Redevelopment Manager J Guevara provided an overview of the City’s current graffiti program efforts and outlined the efforts by other cities, such as Santa Barbara to address graffiti on private property.  

Councilmember Robinson moved, seconded by Councilmember Terrazas for Staff to assess potential changes to the City’s graffiti ordinance, consider other models such as the City of Santa Barbara and bring back recommendations to the Public Safety Committee for consideration.  Motion passed 3 – 0.   
VI. Consideration of Public Lighting of the San Lorenzo River Levee – Presentation from City Manager’s Office Staff.  
Assistant to the City Manager Scott Collins discussed potential issues involved in public lighting the San Lorenzo River Levee, including environmental concerns and financial constraints.  Staff will look into the environmental permitting and safety issues further before bring it back to the Public Safety Committee or City Council for their consideration.
