IV. Levee Safety Discussion – Presentations by Santa Cruz Parks and Recreation, Police and Public Works Departments, followed by presentations from outside agencies, including Caltrans
Assistant to the City Manager Scott Collins provided a brief overview of the various regulations regarding the San Lorenzo River levee, including City of Santa Cruz Municipal Code, California Penal Code, as well as regulations set out by the Army Corps of Engineers, Fish and Game and Caltrans. Deputy Chief Steve Clark, Parks Superintendent MauroGarcia, Public Works Director Mark Dettle and staff member Shioban O’Neill provided a brief overview of the City’s efforts to address safety and nuisance issues occurring on levee.  Finally, Caltrans and Fish and Game staff spoke about their respective agencies role regarding the levee.    

The public commented on the various societal issues occurring in the River Levee area, and expressed their support for the City’s various efforts to address those concerns.  

By consensus, the committee directed staff to provide an update on the Levee at the next scheduled Public Safety Committee meeting.
