RECOMMENDATION:  That the CPVAW members review, discuss, and, by motion, take action to request that the City Council identify a safe and supervised location for homeless women to sleep within the Santa Cruz City limits, and to direct staff to help the CPVAW and City Council to identify a suitable nonprofit and other funding to run programs, including funding from outside of the City.

c. Direct staff to help the CPVAW and City Council to identify a suitable nonprofit and other funding to run programs, including funding from outside of the City; 
d. Direct staff to manage and provide security and staffing of the facility; 

e. Develop a program that includes access to social services and is an entrance point for other services, including permanent housing; and

f. Recommend a Task Force be developed made up of CPVAW members, City Councilmembers, staff, and representatives from the homeless community.
