II.    Approval of the Minutes of the December 7, 2015 Regular Meeting

IV.    Receive Presentation from Santa Cruz Police Department on the Annual Review of Crime Statistics
Police Principal Management Analyst L. Alamos presented an overview of crime statistics for the City of Santa Cruz for the calendar year of 2015.  Committeemembers asked questions about the report and discussed options to enhance reporting for future years.  No action was taken.  
V.    Discussion Regarding 3-1-1/Constituent Management System

Staff presented a brief overview of plans to provide an online application to the public to report issues to the City.  Committeemembers asked questions about the City’s plans to make this application available and when to expect such a system to go live.  Staff responded that the item will go before City Council as part of the FY 2017 Budget discussion.  No action was taken.  
VI. Review City Manager’s Office Staff Presentation and Provide Feedback on the 2016 Committee Work Plan, Recurring Agenda and Meeting Schedule

Principal Management Analyst S. O’Hara presented the Committee with a framework to review the City’s overall efforts to provide a safe community.  Topics included staff providing regular updates to the Committee on the Neighborhood Safety Team, Coordinated efforts with the County, outreach to state and federal partners for assistance and other items.  Committeemembers asked questions and asserted their support for providing such a framework.  They further requested that staff provide additional background on the Public Safety Committee history at a future meeting date and options to provide additional data to support recommendations to the City Council.  No action was taken.
