IV. Review City Manager’s Office Staff Presentation and Provide Feedback on the 2017 Committee Work Plan, Recurring Agenda and Meeting Schedule

Deputy City Manager S. Collins presented an overview of the Public Safety Committee’s history, in terms of its mission and scope, public safety oversight functions, safety topics addressed and meeting frequency.  Mr. Collins presented a recommended work plan for the Committee to consider for 2017.  Deputy Police Chief R. Martinez discussed opportunities to expand crime data reporting efforts to the Committee and provided an update on the Police Chief’s Advisory Committee.  

Committee members provided input on the proposed work plan and developed a consensus for 2017.  The work plan generally will include standing items, such as more extensive and comprehensive data reports, as well as status updates on work towards achieving the City Council’s strategic goals (with respect to public safety).  The Committee also supported looking into nuisance crime, body camera implementation and the City’s Neighborhood Safety Team progress and recommendations and hearing from all departments involved in public safety matters.  Finally, the work plan will afford the opportunity to address emergency issues and policy considerations as they arise.
