Variance to reduce the required 13 foot rear yard setback to six feet to allow the construction of a new single family home requiring the removal of two heritage black walnut trees and preservation of two heritage redwood trees on a lot in the R-1-5 zone district. (Environmental Determination: Categorical Exemption) (Danyal Akol, owner/filed: 2/2/17) MF

ZONING ADMINISTRATOR ACTION:  The Zoning Administrator acknowledged the environmental determination and approved the project at 138 Dake Ave., subject to the findings and conditions contained in the staff report; with revised conditions 12; 16; 18 and added condition #20. 

Revised condition #12; 16; 18 and added condition #20:


12. Prior to issuance of a building permit, the applicant shall remove the ivy on tree no. 5 and schedule an inspection by the City Arborist to determine whether the tree shall be preserved. If it is determined that tree no. 5 shall be retained, and a root exposure trench shall be completed to expose roots. Based on the trenching, the consulting arborist shall work with the consulting geotechnical engineer to design an appropriate foundation shall be designed to preserve the tree, which will be incorporated into the final building plans.   


16. During all grading and subsurface excavations (including utility-line trenching), construction will be halted if significant archaeological or paleontological resources are discovered.  For the purpose of this use permit, significant archaeological resources shall include the remains of previous Indian living areas or human burials.  In the instance of Indian living areas, these objects shall be recorded and mapped prior to further excavation on that portion of the site.  In the event human burials are discovered during excavation, work shall be halted and the County Coroner, the Northwest Indian Cemetery Protective Association (NICPA), and other appropriate authorities shall be notified.  Mitigation measures developed by the applicant and authorized archaeologists shall be subject to the approval of the Planning Department.  Any information developed as a result of this survey shall be forwarded to the County Archaeological Society, the County Historical Museum, and the Santa Cruz Collection, University of California Library.

18. All concrete to be placed under the canopy of the tree should shall be designed and constructed on-grade and reinforced without excavation or soil compaction.


20. Prior to issuance of a building permit, the applicant shall submit documentation confirming that an arborist has been retained to implement the recommendations contained within the arborist report prepared for the project.
